Every Old Bradfordian using the system will
receive a unique OBA e-mail address and the
option, through webALUMNUS, to:

Associate this OBA e-mail address with an on-line
webALUMNUS webmail account, so that you can
access it through webALUMNUS wherever you
have access to the internet, or

Instruct the system to forward the OBA e-mail
address to another preferred email account.

Your e-mail address will remain with you for life,
which means it will become a reliable contact
channel.

webALUMNUS incorporates Abattia’s ground-
breaking data privacy technology, the Consensus
Wrapper (patent pending). The Consensus
Wrapper enables us to offer you a secure service
according to your preferences for the disclosure
and use of your personal data, while allowing us
to comply with privacy regulations.

The system will protect your rights over the data it
holds about you. You will be able to control what
data is held on the system, and whether this data
is visible to other users. The webALUMNUS
system will ensure that we handle your personal
data in the way that you specify.

webALUMNUS keeps track of how, and by whom,
it is used. When signing on for the first time, all
users must agree to clearly stated terms of use,
which are monitored and strictly enforced.

The system will operate from dedicated servers
protected by an industry strength ‘firewall’, which
will be monitored continuously.

Your data will not be lost – a regular backup
regime will be in place.

The system will be lodged in a secure, fireproofed
and security guarded installation.

OUR PROMISE
The information we keep is never sold or passed on by us to commercial
third parties for purposes unconnected with the school or the OBA; it is
only used by us, or by third parties on our behalf and under our direction,
for purposes related to Bradford Grammar School or the Old Bradfordian
Association. These purposes include:

1 Allowing you and us to keep abreast of where Old  Bradfordians are 
and what they are doing.

2 Administering the OBA and keeping in touch with you.

3 Supporting the activities of Bradford
Grammar School.
